trunk The trunk of a tree is the main part that grows
from the ground to hold the tree sturdy.
vegeiable A vegetable is a plant or part of a plant which is
used as food, for example cabbage or potato.

and are self-seeded.
environ- The area where a plant or tree lives is its environ-
ment.
blossom Blossom is the flower that comes before the fruit.
For example, apple blossom comes before the
apple starts to grow.
petals A petalis a part of the flower and is usually col-
oured. The colour and its scent attract insects.
branches |Branches come from the free frunk and grown
